Train guide dogs

It costs R10 000 to train a puppy to become a guide dog – and we 

need to train 50 guide dogs every year! At six weeks of age each 

pup goes into the home of a volunteer puppy raiser who introduces 

the dog to a variety of environments 

and experiences. After 12-18 months 

of puppy raising, the pup returns 

to our headquarters for a year of 

intensive training and assessment.
